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Just weeks before Jack’s passing, we learned of the
death of Barbara Hollen (formerly Barbara Laking). Barbara
graced our stage in The Sound of Music (1964), in The
King and I (1965), in Guys and Dolls (1967), and opposite
Jack Baldwin in Kiss Me Kate. | will always remember
dancing with Barbara in The King and I. To the audience,
she appeared to smile broadly as we waltzed around the
stage. However, up close, | could see that the smile was
really a grimace, because beneath her beautiful lavender
gown, | was clumsily stepping repeatedly on her toes.

In November, we were saddened by the death of Elaine
France, who appeared in many DLO shows. Among her
most memorable roles were Mammy Yokum in Li’l Abner
and Minnie Fay in Hello, Dolly! (1971). | met Elaine in my
first DLO show, Annie Get Your Gun, in 1961, and we
remained friends from then on. She will be remembered,
not only for her beautiful waist-length hair, but for her
sunny disposition that brightened rehearsals for all of us
who worked with her. As we bring our 60" season to
a close, we look forward to a promising future, and we
remember those who helped make DLO what it is today.
